, From the intersection of US90 and
IH 410, get on eastbound service road of US90. This
is a true clover-leaf intersection, meaning you will
cross over (or under, as the case may be), make all
right turns, making a circle to get on the next road.
There is no turn around lane under the overpass as
there sometimes is. The only case when this would
not be true is if you are coming from the south in IH
410, in which case you would exit right to US 90 east-
bound. When you get on the eastbound service road,
you will see a large stone gate on the right. This will

alert you that you are getting near, but don’t turn
in there. After you pass this gate, the exit ramp to
Military Dr. will be coming off the freeway on
your left. Just before the yield sign for that ramp,
you will see a smaller stone gate on your right, the
entrance to Baptist Children’s Home. Enter
through that gate, turn right at the next street and
follow it by keeping left, around to the back of the
campus. We will be parking just north of the
maintenance barn on some recycled asphalt pave-
ment (rough but all weather).
